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Introduction to the Season

Advent is a season of expectation and preparation, as the
Church prepares to celebrate the coming of Christ in his
incarnation, and also looks ahead to his final advent as judge at
the end of time. The Four Last Things — Death, Judgement,
Heaven and Hell — have been traditional themes for Advent
meditation.

During the season of Advent, we are called to seek the light of
Christ, even in the midst of darkness. We are invited to face
the darkness in our own lives and in the world around us. The
prophets assure us that the darkness will not overcome us.
They call us to watch for the light. We are called to wait, to
hope, to trust in promises made.

As we make this Advent journey in faith, we invite God’s light to
dispel the darkness. We ask for the grace to set down all those
burdens that darken our hearts as we search for the light. We
ask for the qift of attentiveness that we may truly see God'’s
loving presence within and among us. And we ask for renewed
faith that we might be light for others.

Advent 1 The Patriarchs (Hope)
Advent 2 The Prophets (Peace)
Advent 3 John the Baptist (Joy)
Advent 4 The Virgin Mary (Love)

Jesus Christ our Lord. Through him, and with him, and in him,
in the unity of the Holy Spirit, with all who stand before you in
earth and heaven, we worship you, Father almighty, in songs of
everlasting praise:

Blessing and honour and glory and power be yours for
ever and ever. Amen.
